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Beaver Scouts 25th Anniversary Badge                   

2011 is the 25th anniversary of the Beaver Scout section’s affirmation as an official part of The Scout Association. Having begun in Northern Ireland in the 1960s and slowly spread across the UK, the section was introduced with a uniform in 1982. To complete the process a simple Promise was established in 1986. 

To celebrate this anniversary, an occasional badge has been authorised – this is worn on the left hand side of the uniform, above the World Membership Badge and joining in awards, (see diagram below – above membership award and Joining In awards)

This badge will only be awarded during 2011, after which it should be transferred to the Beavers camp blanket

Those Beavers going up to Cubs during 2011 should NOT transfer the badge to the Cub uniform, but straight to their camp blanket.

Changes to Scout Association rules for Beaver Scouts

Changes to the rules for Beaver Scout residential events have just been announced, including relaxation of the time restriction of residential experiences so that they are to be for one night only, rather than the previous more restrictive 24 hours. Beaver Scouts will also be allowed to camp (previously they had to sleep within a building. It is still expected that each Beaver Scout should be offered the opportunity to go on a residential experience each year.
